On the 

fi rst day, the driver would just stay with the car whenever we 

made distributions. On the second day, he began to follow us 

around while we visited schools. On the third day, he was 

opening boxes handing us Scriptures while we made school 

distributions. On the fourth day, he accepted Jesus Christ as 

Savior. It was a blessing to pray with him and watch while he 

signed his name in the back of the Testament.
